The Fourth Learning Element

The fourth learning element supporting the ITI learning principles is Adequate Time.  This is a critical component.  Time is a major issue in all schools because there is never enough of it. There is so much to teach and learn and such high expectations that all students will succeed. 

Integration of curriculum helps to alleviate some issues around time. Teaching important math concepts within the study of architecture or the solar system is an example. However, the element of adequate time also requires recognition that students are different in their rate of learning and they need a degree of flexibility in the time they are allowed to learn different things. With good instruction, almost all children can learn important skills and concepts; however, the required time will vary greatly from student to student.

The Fifth Learning Element
Immediate Feedback is the fifth element that supports a brain compatible environment. Immediate feedback means that learners constantly need positive reinforcement and information as to whether they are on the right track and making progress in their thinking and learning.  When learners do not get timely feedback, they tend to practice inaccuracies that set them back. Therefore, immediate correction is important for good academic progress. In addition, it is very important that students learn to self-correct and evaluate their own work.
